Also,
people tell me that when you read the Bible, the Lord
is talking to you. Right?! Anyway, about six months
ago an inmate gave me a piece of paper before he went
home, but I stuck it in my Bible and didn’t think any-
thing about it. Then I received your most welcome let-
ter. | picked up my Bible and that piece of paper fell
out and I read it and it said:

“God still keeps His promise. Trust Him. Isaiah 54:9-
10: ‘For this is like the waters of Noah to me; for as |
have sworn that the waters of Noah would no longer
cover the earth, so have | sworn that | would not be
angry with you, nor rebuke you. For the mountains
shall depart and the hills be removed, but My kindness
shall not depart from you, nor shall my covenant of
peace be removed, says the Lord, who has mercy on
You.

“I pray everyone is in the best of health. I’'m writing to
say thank you for the card [cards now barred] and also
to let you know how it impacted my faith and life. I’'m
going through a very, very difficult time in my life. Not
only the prison term, but family, and things in here
which are out of control. | decided I needed God in my
life. He is the only one who can get me out of this mess,
the only one who can get me through it! So, I got my
Bible, prayed, turned away from the things I was doing,
and | experienced things and knew | was getting closer
and closer to God. But at the same time my situations
were getting worse and worse! Didn’t know what was
happening. ‘How can this be?’ | would ask myself. It
doesn’t make sense.

“Finally, full of hurt and anger at God, | gave up! | quit.
‘What’s the use?’ | asked. So, | just went back to —
well, no, I didn’t go back; I went further into the hole.
| even stopped praying to God. There were plenty of
days when | just wanted to end my life. | would hate it
when | opened my eyes in the morning. When | would
talk to God, I would ask Him to take my life. I’ve never
spoken this to anyone. So, for a while, | have these
things going on. I’m all alone in the universe; no one
cares.

“Then I received your card and I opened it and the first
thing | see is the verse, Isaiah 41:10: ‘Fear not, for I
am with you; be not dismayed, for I am your God. I will
strengthen you.” My eyes filled with tears. Years ago,
that was my “Go To” verse. It would help me so much.
It moved my heart and soul. | felt like — scratch that; |
KNEW God was talking to me. That spark was there
again, small, but it was there.

“So, I put the card away, and yesterday I was going
through my folder just looking for something to do. I
pulled out the card again, read the verse, but I still have
all these major problems, mountains as it says in the
Bible. I closed the card and that’s what I’m looking
at — a HUGE mountain on the cover of the card.
