Paul was originally known as 
Saul. He persecuted the church. You can 
read about him in Acts 8:13; 9:122; 1 
Timothy 1:1217 plus numerous other places 

in the Scriptures. He wrote many of the New 
Testament letters. He persecuted those who 
believed in Jesus to the point of death. Yet, 
God chose him out and sent him forth to 
proclaim the salvation that can be found in 
Him alone. You will notice that in 1 Timothy 
Paul explains that his life was meant to be 
an example for those who were to believe on 
Jesus.   If   God   could   forgive him,  t h e n    
H e   c o u l d forgive   a l l     who  c o m e
